NEW PARISH PRIEST

The Chancery of the Archdiocese of Kuala Lumpur has announced the appointment
of Rev Fr Alvin Ng Sze Syn, SJ as the Parish Priest of SFX, PJ, with effect from 1st
January 2024.

Rev Fr Norris Seenivasan, SJ, who will be ending his term as Parish Priest on 31st
December 2023, will be leaving for the Jesuit School of Theology in Berkeley,
California, USA, for a 6-month sabbatical programme.

SFX FEAST DAY TRIDUUM

The Triduum for the Feast of St Francis Xavier will be celebrated from Friday, 1%, to
Sunday, 3rd December. The Litany of St Francis Xavier will be prayed at 5.45 pm
before the Evening Mass at 6.00 pm on all 3 days.

Novena and Benediction on Saturday, 2nd December, will be at 5.00 pm; there
will be no Rosary.

Rev Fr Arnel Aquino, SJ, liturgical music composer and assistant professor of
systematic theology at the Loyola School of Theology in Ateneo de Manila University,
will be presiding at this Triduum. Fr Arnel, who obtained his doctorate in Sacred
Theology at the Boston College School of Theology and Ministry, is a renowned
musician and songwriter whose music has enriched many.

Morning Mass on all 3 days will be at the usual times.
There will be a fellowship gathering at the church basement immediately after the
6.00 pm Mass on Sunday. Kindly ensure your cars are not parked at the church

basement after the 11.30 am Mass as the church basement will be cordoned off.

There will be no Holy Hour on Friday, 1st December.
